RSH 60th Anniversary G3LSY Trophy 2008 - RULES

The RSH 60th Anniversary G3LSY Trophy is 

awarded to commemorate the 60th

anniversary of the Radio Society of Harrow

and is named in memory of Derek Morris

G3LSY who was one of its longest standing

members.

It is awarded annually to the applicant who

works the most zones on the HF bands (1.8,

3.5, 7, 14, 18, 21, 24, and 28 MHz bands)

during the months from 1 February to 30th

April each year. The zones are defined per

the standard CQ Magazine designation (total

of 40 Zones). If there is a tie the trophy shall

be awarded to the applicant who has worked

the most DXCC entities. If there is a further

tie the trophy shall be awarded to the

applicant with the most contacts on 28 MHz,

and then 24 MHz etc.

No QSL cards are required, but in the event

of a dispute the RSH committee may request

a photocopy or print-out of applicants’ logs.

There is no minimum number of contacts

required to enter and the mode of the QSO is

not relevant to the validity of the contact (i.e.

SSB, CW, RTTY, PSK31 etc may all be

used).

The Trophy must be returned to an RSH

committee member by the previous year’s

winner by 30 April of the current year.

An applicant for the Trophy must be a

licensed radio amateur able to operate legally

in the United Kingdom. The applicant must

reside and make all of the valid contacts

within one of the 32 London boroughs, the

City of London or the Home Counties

(Middlesex, Bucks, Berks, Surrey, Sussex,

Herts, Essex, Kent). The interpretation of a

Home Counties QTH will be made liberally.

All London and South East England amateurs

are encouraged to enter and other London

and district amateur radio clubs are

requested to encourage their licensed

members to enter. Applications by individuals

or sponsoring clubs should be submitted only

by email to the RSH Contest Manager (send

to lcasey@imperial.ac.uk) by 31 May each

year. 

The announcement of the Trophy

winner will be made by 10 June and

published on the RSH website

(www.g3efx.org.uk). The decision of the RSH

committee is final.
